How to Drop a Course/Get a Tuition Refund:  
• You will NOT be able to drop or withdraw from this course verbally or online. To drop the course, use the Schedule Adjustment 

Form, which may be found at www.cudenver.edu/registrar/forms.  Submit the form via fax or mail to the CPE Division.  
• By signing the registration form, you become financially responsible for the course tuition. 
• Your tuition will not be refunded if you drop, stop attending, or change your mind about receiving credit after 15% of the 

scheduled course time has elapsed. You may appeal the charges through the Records Office if extenuating circumstances beyond 
your control prevented you from attending and/or from dropping prior to the 15% deadline.
