Presenter policies —

Preconferences:

All presenters must register for the conference. Speakers who are not AASL members and who are not associated with
the school library media profession may receive a one-day limited registration waiver. All arrangements must be made
no later than the last day of online registration. Waivers will not be given onsite.

Preconference speakers will be paid an honorarium, travel expenses, and housing for one night.

If the preconference has more than one presenter, then the honorarium will be divided between presenters. All
presenters must consent to participate before the proposal is submitted.

Presenters may be named and/or participate in NO MORE THAN TWO proposals.

All information must be filled in to qualify for review. Please put "n/a" to indicate that the information required

does not pertain to you.

Vendor proposals will not be accepted or reviewed.

Concurrent Sessions and Exploratorium:

All presenters must register for the conference. Speakers who are not AASL members and who are not associated with
the school library media profession may receive a one-day limited registration waiver. All arrangements must be made
no later than the last day of online registration. Waivers will not be given onsite.
